For your e-mail, you use a filter to block spam from your inbox. The number of items blocked by day of week is recorded and Minitab is used to perform the analysis that follows. Here are the results:
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Using the ANOVA results, compare the average number of items blocked for each day of the week.

SOLUTION:
The critical value for an F-statistic with 6 degrees of freedom in the numerator and 48 degrees of freedom in the denominator at a 0.05 significance level is approximately 2.295 (averaging 2.34 and 2.25). Since 6.66is greater than 2.295 the null is rejected. You can also get the same conclusion from the p-value of 0.000, which is less than 0.05. At least one mean is different.
Monday is higher than Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday because zero is not included in the “Monday subtracted from” intervals. Tuesday is lower than Wednesday and Friday because zero is not included in the “Tuesday subtracted from” intervals. Similarly Wednesday is higher than Thursday and Saturday. Thursday is lower than Friday and Sunday. Friday is higher than Saturday.
